Individual Categories

	The Gallacher Award

Presented to a volunteer who, as a direct result of his/her efforts, has made a significant impact in the development of grass roots junior golf.


	
	The Sinclair Award

Presented to a PGA Professional who, as a direct result of his/her efforts, has made a significant impact in the development of grass roots junior golf.


	The Burroughs Award

Presented to an individual who as made particular progress in golf in the face of adversity or an organisation that has made efforts to create opportunities for those with special needs.


	
	The Sir Henry Cotton Award

Presented to an individual who has demonstrated meritorious service to junior golf for a sustained period.  The winner of this award will receive a grant kindly provided by the Stanley Morrison Trust.



Project Categories

	The Bonallack Award

Presented to a school or school sport partnership that has established or developed a junior golf development project for its pupils.


	
	The ‘Laddie’ Lucas Award

Presented to a local development project that has created access opportunities within a particular facility or locality.

	The Critchley Award

Presented to a major partnership project that, through co-ordinated effort, has made a significant impact in the development of grass roots junior golf.


	
	The Mackenzie Award

Presented to a project that demonstrated how golf can be used to promote positive life messages to children and young people.
