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Urban golf challenge scores a hit
Hundreds of Brighton and Hove residents took to the streets for a one-night-only urban golf challenge. 

The street course was set up as part of this year’s White Night Festival and it was designed to push the boundaries of the traditional game of golf. 

Players hit foam balls from the roof of a multi-storey car park, chipped balls at a pyramid of tin cans and took on other challenges as they negotiated the layout prepared by the Sussex Golf Partnership.

The Partnership – which works to grow the game of golf in the county – got together with Brighton & Hove Council’s Sports Development Team, Same Sky and NCP to capture the imagination of festival goers. 

They succeeded in style: in just four hours over 500 people of all ages, backgrounds and abilities had a go at the four urban golf activities.

Among them was 22-year-old Hayleigh of Brighton who said: “This is so different to the boring golf on TV. If these golf activities were here all the time I’d play every week…hitting a ball off a rooftop is so much fun!” 

Sean Parker, the Partnership’s assistant County Development Officer commented: “This event has shown us that innovative thinking will get more people to see golf as a fun game that they could have a go at.”
